With so many people eating and drinking, lighting fireworks and building bonfires,
the eve of Sant Joan is also one of the year's most controversial days. Safety is
one of the main concerns and most local authorities have a checklist of
precautions. Other problems related to the summer celebration are connected
with security and damage, especially in big cities.

Once the party is over, the extensive cleaning operations begin. For example, the
Catalan capital usually has a team of 175 cleaners and a fleet of more than 50
vehicles devoted to cleaning up after the more than 140,000 people who are on

the city's streets celebrating.
